CONSULTANCY BASIS

A Training Program on Tower Climbing is being conducted by Government of India Maha-
ratna PSU, Power Grid Corporation of India Limited (POWERGRID) for technicians of
Chhattisgarh State Power Transmission Co. Limited (CSPTCL) at Raipur from 20"-23 Janu-
ary, 2021 as part of Human Resource Development (HRD) Consultancy services for stake-
holders.
